Undergraduate papers should be 8 to 10 pages long, graduate papers 12 to15 pages long. All submissions must 
include a cover sheet available online at the “Student History Conference” page on our department website.

The 
deadline for submissions is Monday, March 22. (Students who wish to submit their Winter Quarter 2010 papers must 
at least submit a cover sheet by that date, though the full paper may be submitted March 31.)
