completion of at least four four-credit history classes at DePaul;

(Honors 102 and 103 also count as history courses for undergraduate Phi Alpha Theta eligibility)
(
a grade point average of at least 3.1 in their history courses;
(
a grade point average of at least 3.0 in two-thirds of their non-history courses.
Graduate students are also eligible, with slightly different criteria (see below).

16 hours of graduate credit in history;

(

a 3.5 grade point average in those courses;
(

a student may not have failed any courses.
