DESCRIPTION
Learning opportunities include: 

· Assist in the pre-production research of content for writing of scripts.  

· Assist with the gathering, maintaining, and recording of archival images for use in the production of the program. 

· Assist with fact-checking of historical and current information related to the architectural content of the program. 

· Communicate with national historians, institutions, and organizations providing information or content to the production. 

· Assist the producers on local field production shoots.   

· Provide administrative office assistance as needed. 

Most work will take place at WTTW studios located on the northwest side of Chicago, however interns may need to visit libraries or other institutions as part of their research assignments.  Interns may also accompany and assist the production team on local field shoots.
